1:2). As we think on these things, we agree with the psalmist who said, "O how I love thy law! It is my meditation all 
the day" (Psa. 119:97)

Ostroh Teenage Camp - 2021

Dear friends of the mission. We thank you all for your loving financial 
support for the countries of the east! Despite these difficult �mes, some 
children's camps were held - a blessing for many children this summer. 
Our contact person Alexander D. from Ukraine reports on God's 
wonderful work at the children's camps in Ostroh, Ukraine:

These camps were mainly intended for children from socially 
disadvantaged families as well as for orphans. With the great food we 
were able to sa�sfy the basic needs of the children. The love of the co-
workers and the Word of God, changed the hearts of many. Parents 

who picked up their children a�er camp also took part in our services. Many heard the gospel and even joined in to sing the 
Chris�an songs. At the end of the camp, the children received a small souvenir and some sweets from us. Words could hardly 
express their joy!

The teenage camp, 'Everest', was given another name, 'Miracles of God' this year because we were able to experience many 
miracles of God and His mercy this year. The most beau�ful miracle was that God touched the hearts of eight teenagers who 
made a decision to live for Him. We have already made friends with these teens and started a youth group.

When planning this teen camp, we were short a lot of funds because the prices have risen tremendously as a result of the 
corona pandemic. So the financial situa�on posed a special challenge for us. We kept on praying for it, believing that God would 
take care of everything. We were ever so grateful that everything worked out and we were able to provide for a one-week 
Chris�an camp with 45 teenagers.

The personal conversa�ons between the staff and these young people showed us �me and again that God was working in 
their hearts. One of the girls revealed that she had not yet spoken to anyone about her inner fears and challenges that she 
experiences with her peers. At the end of her stay, she opened her heart to God.

Another girl has experienced serious domes�c violence at home and was very afraid to speak to anyone about it. However, 
through the conversa�ons with her group leader she found a friend who prayed with her and for her and who will support her in 
the future in difficult circumstances.

One boy who actually wanted to go home on the third day, was counseled by the group leader and decided to stay un�l the 
end of the week. His parents are addicted to alcohol, so he is o�en le� at home alone. He too was able to personally experience 
God's love in a special way.

At camp we hear of many such stories. That is why this camp �me is a miracle of God for us. You too, dear brothers and sisters, 
have a share in this miracle. It is our prayer that you will experience that same joy when you read this.

It is our hope and prayer that the seed from the Word of God, that has been sca�ered in these young hearts, will bear fruit in 
due season. We would like to invest more �me in looking a�er the teenagers in the future and are therefore already planning a 
winter camp for them. "
